She enjoyed spending time with her daughter,
grandchildren, family and friends, and taking care of pets and her various “fur-
grandchildren.” She was a big fan of reading books, magazines, and the
newspaper, loved Loretta Lynn, and enjoyed watching “The Waltons,” “Little
House on the Prairie,” and various crime shows on TV. A strong, independent
woman, she believed in loving with all her heart and standing up for the
underdog. She also had a spirited side earning her the nickname “Feisty” from
her daughter.
